Shadow box display – by Dale

 

First find a picture frame the size you want for the display then measure the opening of the inside of the frame.

 

Make a square frame of thin plywood-from supply store like lowes or home depot. I like the sides to be about 4".

 

Find a picture large enough to fit across the back and sides of the box. Last year at Christmas, some of the stores had shirt boxes with pictures on them , Calendars if you can find the size you want.

 

Now cut the styro to fit the bottom of the box for your base. Then create your display.

In the picture of my "a neat background" I used a tree root for the tree on the left and then I found a larger tree limb and sliced it to fit my display. Across the bottom back I cut a two inch square piece of styro then cut that at a 45 degree angle to give depth from the base up 

to the picture.

 

Now drill a small hole on either side of the picture frame and box, insert a nail this will hold the frame to the box.and make it easy to remove.

 

When I was in our club, we made these in our work shop and gave them away at different dealers to get new members.  

 

 

Ornament display

 

 I have not seen these lately but they had little hooks in each opening that held an ornament.

I took this and cut styro to fit each level. by gluing  pencils to the frame  for the styro to set on. Putting two picture hangers on the back to hang on the wall.

 This gave me 4 levels to have a display.
