Homemade items in village – by Vera

A.  Bridge that can be changed with the season - WW make-n-take used pots on the bridge to change the look for seasonal or holiday:


1.Use 2 children’s wood hanger for the base – this allows the curve for the bridge.  

Prep – remove the hang curve and sand the bottom to allow it to set flat.   A gentle sanding to assist the paint to hold is also recommended.

2.The slats or floor of the walkway – use 2.5 inch craft sticks, use hot glue gun to                                                               attach: variation – you may use a decorative print to change the walkway with the season.  Scrapbook prints have many variations to change the effect. Cut to fit and just lay on the base.  

3. The side rails may vary by your preference:  I have used 4 small mini pots to each side.   These are connected with leaf garland or pipe cleaners or small chain for the railing.  Use of the pots allows change for the season by making inserts of flags or trees or flowers for each pot!  You may paint or stain if you choose.  

B.  Trees - yardsticks, grape skeleton after eating grapes - paint and glitter 
or just paint for a barren tree,

1.Recycle your empty grape bundle.  Select a bunch of grapes – red or green.  Eat the grapes.  If the remaining stem strikes you as a nice shape for a tree let it dry. 

2. Once dried, than paint it with base paint.  



Variations – Halloween – glitter on wet paint 




         NEV – paint white and add black marker for a birch




         NP – white paint with glitter

C.  Fences - red and yellow twig dogwoods and made Lincoln type split rail.  The natural color of the twig gives a yellow or red fence.


1. Cut small twigs from dogwood in lengths on approximately 2 inches


2.  Use a hot glue gun, lay one twig down, 

3.  Dab the end with hot glue and lay the next twig for the next extension on top of this one, you may angle it as much as you want


4.  Dab the ends again and lay another twig


5.  This process continues till the desired height and length is reached

D.  Tombstones - fleck paint to cover those for granite and doll house shingle 
for the older markers stained.  

A) 1.  Go “Cemetery Hopping” or visit the past family to check out the designs available

2. Select a design and create in wood.  

3. Prime the design and than apply a light layer of fleck stone. 

4.  Allow drying. 

5.  Do a second coat of fleck stone paints.  

6. Seal with the sealant to avoid future problems.

B) Wood Cemetery stones:  Dollhouse shingles come in various shapes for a variety.  Simply dip the shingle in stain and wipe it off.  This will give an aged look to the wood.  Repeat if you want it darker.  No base would be needed since these will easily stick into the foam.
