How I make a moveable river and/or pond using Envirotex lite – by Dale
 

 

Materials needed:

Cardboard

Saran Wrap

play sand

small rocks

Envirotec lite

3 oz bathroom cups

one larger cup

Food coloring \or folk art paint

Popcicle stick/craft stick- for stirring

 

Getting started-  Take a piece of cardboard and draw a river that ends in a pond. a good example is in the form of a sperm ok. 

 

Now place saran wrap over the cardboard and tape it down tight so it will be smooth.you will be able to see your drawing.

 

Important:  Make sure it is on a level service

 

 Now take the play sand and make sand dunes around the outside of the lines of your river. have enough sand so when you pour the envirotex some of it will seep into the sand to create your banks.

 

 Take 2 (two) 3 oz bathroom cups and pour equal amounts of risen and hardener into separate cups.

 

  I like my water to have a green tint so I put a drop of blue food coloring into the resin and stir to mix well,then I put a drop of yellow, this will give you a green tint but you can use the folk art paint to make the color you want. Remember when you mix this with the hardener the color will be lighter than it is now.

 

  I like to pour the mix of hardener and risen into a large plastic cup (one you can throw away)  by pouring the mix back and forth between the cups it will mix well.stir but not fast enough to cause bubbles.

 

 Now pour the mix into your outline of the river. It doesn't have to be thick(Deep)but you want enough to give it some strength. The sand will soak up some of the envirotect but this is ok as it will serve and the banks of the water.

 

 While it's wet you can add anything you want into the water or along the banks.

  Let this set up for about 8 hours.

 

   Once it has hardened, take a brush and remove the sand from around the water,

 Now you can lift off of the saran wrap and place into your display.

 

 If you want to have fish or such in the water you can pour in layers before you clean the sand.

  

Extra:

 

Ice Cubes---

How I made Ice Cubes for North Pole or Snowbabies.

 

Supplies needed:  Envirotec lite

                           Small Plastic Ice tray/or trays

 

Mix as above and pour into the small ice trays, keep it below the top if you want separate cubes. If you want a wall then you can over fill the trays. The Envirotec lite does not stick to plastic trays.It does take some work to get the cubes out.LOL  Just twist the trays.

 

 You can do the same thing with Hydrocal  for white Ice cubes
