Instructions for a Miniature Twig Bench – by Allyn

Supplies Needed:

Tiny twigs gathered from the garden (Azaleas provide a nice size)

Hot Glue Gun (mini size won’t overpower you with glue)

Heavy duty scissors and/or wire cutter pliers

One small D56 bench to eyeball for size

Using the D56 bench as a guide, cut three or four  twigs the length of the seat. Lay them side by side and carefully hot glue them together into a rectangle. Cut four more twigs and attach upright in the corners as legs.  A further twig angled from seat to foot will help brace the leg.

Repeat the rectangle instructions for a seat back. Turn your bench on its side  to attach the back. Again, a diagonal twig will help brace the back and add a visual arm. Stretch it from the top of the back to the front of the seat.

A supply of twigs and hot glue sticks can provide you with an endless number of rustic items; tables, arbors, bridges, chairs, mailbox stands… They fit well into mountain/cabin scenes, Victorian gardens, or  North Pole.
