Halloween Tabletop or Village

Decoration Display – by Ruth
Supplies:

4 X 4 block of wood  8" to 12" high.
4" – 6"  square piece of thin wood for base.
Paint – your choice of colors, but I have several and mix paint to get appropriate color.
Stuff – ground cover, straw, gourds, pumpkins, fall flowers, any kind of doodads you have available.

1 The bottom of the block should be level. 
2 Nail the 4 x 4 to the thin square of wood – your base.

3 Cut the top of the block at two pointed angles . . like a roof-line.

4 Sand the wood. You don't want splinters and it is easier to paint.
5 Depending on what you want for finished product – paint the four sides of the wood plus the base.   (Maybe different color for the base?)

6 Now paint in your design . . . doors windows . . .  bats . . .

7 Stick in the colorful stuff – bits of fencing, ground cover,  straw, pumpkins, anything available. 

This can be used to fill in a spot or stand alone.  This one is painted black, but the camera flash makes it appear gray. These photos show 3 sides, but the 4th side is also decorated.
I made several different designs for table decorations at the 2000 gathering. Will find other photos to show you the different scenes you can make.   It is fun, and you can get creatively carried away.
